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Greetings Members, 
 
In July®s newsletter I wrote about Nord
-Bridge applying for the Community 
Wellbeing Call for Proposals under the 
FCSS funding stream for two years of 
funding. The FCSS funding parameters 
look for service providers who offer innovative programs 
and services that advance community wellbeing and safety 
outcomes by addressing needs and gaps in our community. 
On October 1st, the City advised through a public disclosure 
that 37 proposed programs from 25 different community 
organizations submitted proposals for funding; the total 
amount of annual funding requested was $9,084,232 and 
the budgeted awarded amount the City has available was 
$5,028,676. Proposals were evaluated by a 12 person panel 
from the Community Wellbeing Advisory Board, City       
Administration, Lethbridge Housing Authority and a        
representative from a community based organization. Nord-
Bridge®s application was approved to proceed into contract 
negotiations. However, Nord-Bridge did not receive its full          
requested funded amount. In fact, Nord-Bridge received 
$43,094 less then 2024®s funded amount. Some back-
ground on what Nord-Bridge gets FCSS funding for and how 
much we have received in the past 6 years: Nord-Bridge 
receives funding for Social Inclusion Programing, Seniors 
Population Supports Navigation, Tax and Form Assistance 
and the Go Friendly Shuttle service. Social Inclusion       
programs include providing wellness, education and life-
skills programs, volunteer opportunities, and support     
services for free legal consultations, health awareness and 
prevention, elder abuse awareness, hearing clinics, and  
inter/multi-generational programs to name a few. There is 
also Keep In-Touch and Outreach programming where   
personalized contact with members is made with either 
phone calls or in-person visits, and the monthly Outreach 
program. Seniors Populations Supports Navigator funding 
provides a staff that assists members and seniors in the 
community support for Ĝnding and maintaining housing, 
advocacy with landlords and securing income sources for 
seniors. Tax and Form Assistance program funding assists 
members in our community for tax/beneĜt assistance     
programs. The last six years of FCSS funding has gone up 
and down.

So what does this mean for Nord-Bridge? A slight reduction 
in some key support services and shifting of resources to 
strategically to use FCSS funds in the most efĜcient      
manner. A reduction in funding is never an easy pill to  
swallow; however we will look to maximize the dollars we 
have been granted to the best of our ability. 
 
The Go Friendly Shuttle program is also funded by FCSS 
and provides transportation service for seniors in the    
community to access FCSS eligible activities at Lethbridge 
Senior Citizens Organization and Nord-Bridge. The funding  

for Go Friendly also covers maintenance and fuel for the      
program. The Go Friendly Shuttle program received an   
increase in funding this year moving up from $95,000 to 
$110,000. We were successful securing additional funds for 
the Go Friendly Shuttle Service as ridership increased over 
the past few years and demand for services has expanded 
to all ends of the city. Expenses for this program have    
increased signiĜcantly mostly due to the maintenance     
required for the aging shuttle busses and rising costs of fuel 
and insurance. LSCO Executive Director Rob Miyashiro and I 
have met with the General Manager of the Community and  
Social Development Department to discuss the funding  
possibilities of purchasing a new shuttle bus for the Go 
Friendly program. Discussions are ongoing and we will keep     
members posted on the progression of this possible     
funding opportunity.  
 
Last month Melanie Hillaby, our Wellness and Outreach   
Coordinator resigned. Melanie started as a contract Ĝtness 
instructor in the Fall of 2013 and joined the staff full time in 
2021. Melanie was an incredible asset to our Ĝtness       
programming and will be missed. We wish Melanie all the 
best in her future endeavors. 
 
Nord-Bridge Seniors Centre 
was nominated this spring for 
the Rachael Thomas Member 
of Parliament Community 
Builders Award. The award 
celebrates those who go 
above and beyond to make a 
positive impact in our com-
munity. This year, the selec-
tion committee, comprised of 
a panel of community     
members, selected Nord-
Bridge to receive the Lifetime 
Achievement Community 
Builders Award in recognition 
of our selfless dedication to 
bettering our community by    
serving others over four    
decades. I had the  honor of attending the awards ceremony 
with some staff and board members as we were presented 
the Lifetime Achievement Community Builders Award. 
Thank you to MP Rachael Thomas, the selection committee, 
and staff for hosting a wonderful event.  
 
Finally, Nord-Bridge®s General Membership Meeting will be 
held Wednesday, November 6 at 9:30am in the Multi-
